Any appli-
cations or enquiries are completely confidential. We encourage all 
who are eligible to apply, even if they do not intend to take a free 
meal, as our school funding can be supplemented by the Department of 
Education if we have a significant number of children entitled to free 
school meals.

After completion, please send the fee in an 
envelope with your child’s name on it by Monday morning.  As the din-
ners are prepared in St Patrick’s kitchen, the cooks must know the num-
bers in advance.
