• EVERY SCHOOL DAY COUNTS  

Every single day a child is absent from school equates to a day of lost 
learning. 

 

90% may seem like an acceptable level of attendance, but the reality 
is that 90% attendance means that your child will miss half a school 
day each week or 19 days of school during the school year – that’s 
nearly 4 school weeks!  School attendance will be focused on by our 
Board of Governors this term.  

• School absences must be reported in writing to your child’s 
teacher as soon as possible, usually on your child’s return to school. 
This ensures the correct absence code can be entered to the 
official attendance register. A pro-forma is available to download 
from the school website. 

• Best Attendance—Congratulations to P7 who had the best attend-
ance in December. 

• School Dinner—An online menu order for next week is available to 
complete on the school website.  After completion, please send the 
fee in an envelope with your child’s name on it by Monday morning.  
As the dinners are prepared in St Patrick’s kitchen, the cooks 
must know the numbers in advance.  Please note that St Anne’s is 
no longer able to accept paper banknotes.
