St Anne's Primary School is now a "NUT FREE ZONE". Some
pupils in our school have a severe, life-threatening allergy to nuts.
Touching or eating these items may provoke a severe allergic
reaction. For the safety of these pupils, we are asking parents
not to send any food containing these items to school, for a snack
or in their packed lunch box.

P1 children will finish school at 12 noon on weeks 1 and 2 (weeks
beginning Thursday 1st September and Monday 5th September)
and should be picked up from the main foyer. On weeks 3 and 4
(weeks beginning Monday 12th and Monday 19th September) P1
children will be introduced to lunchtime routines and to the
dinner hall. They will therefore need to start to bring a lunch/
pay for dinner and will finish at 1 pm. On these days pupils can be
picked up from the front playground or Sports Hall (if raining).
From week 5 (week beginning Monday 26th September) P1
children will stay until 2 pm and will be walked to the school gate
where they can be collected or avail of the school/after school
bus.

P2 pupils will finish at 2pm every day. P3 will finish school at
2.50 pm Monday —Thursday and at 2 pm on a Friday. Pupils
will be walked to the school gate where they can be collected or
avail of the school/after school bus.

St Anne's Breakfast Club will commence on Monday 5th
September. The club will run from 8.00am until 8.50am every
morning until the end of the year. If you wish your child/children
to attend the breakfast club please send £2 per day in an
envelope with your child’'s name and days they wish to take
breakfast. As we need to know numbers for Monday can we ask
that this is sent to school on the Friday before. Parents please
note that supervision for children who are not attending the
Breakfast club begins at 8.50am, children will not be
permitted to enter the school building before this time.
