
 

 

• St Anne’s Opening Mass will be on Friday 6th October in St Patrick’s 
Church, Loughguile.  All pupils will attend the mass.  We ask parents to 
leave their children at the church from 8.50am.  Pupils who usually trav-
el to school by EA bus, will be taken to the church.  All staff will be at 
the church from this time and will supervise the children until mass be-
gins.  Bus transport will be provided to bring the children from the 
church to school afterwards.  Parents and family members are most wel-
come to attend the mass and can take their children to school after 
mass. We ask that you let your child’s teacher know if this is your inten-
tion. 

• A new floor will be installed in the Foundation Stage Classroom on 
Friday 6th October.  To facilitate this, P1 & P2 children only will go 
home at 1pm on this day.  The school bus is available to take the chil-
dren home at this earlier time.  Class will resume as normal on Monday 
9th October.  Apologies for any inconvenience caused and thank you for 
your understanding. 

• P2—P7 Parent Interviews will take place the week beginning 16th Oc-
tober.  All pupils will go home at 1pm each day that week.  The school 
bus is available to take the children home at 1pm on Monday, Tuesday, 
Thursday & Friday.  Please check your child’s bag over the coming 
days for notes regarding appointment times.

• School Dinner—An online menu order for next week is available to com-
plete on the school website.  After completion, please send the fee in an 
envelope with your child’s name on it by Monday morning.  As the dinners 
are prepared in St Patrick’s kitchen, the cooks must know the numbers in 
advance. 

• School absences must be reported in writing to your child’s teacher as 
soon as possible, usually on your child’s return to school. This ensures the 
correct absence code can be entered to the official attendance register. 
A pro-forma is available to download from the school website. 

• Education Welfare will be informed of pupils with attendance falling be-
low 85% at any time throughout the year. 

• Brain Gym—For P7 pupils will continue on Tuesday afternoon from 3-4pm. 

• Swimming  for P5 & P6 will every Wednesday. The cost will continue at 
£3.00 per child per week.  

• Violin Tuition—Continues every Wednesday.  Anyone interested in having 
lessons in school should contact the school office. 

• Loughguile Credit Union—School savings collections continue every 
Wednesday.  Anyone who would like to become a member can obtain an 
application form from the school office. 

• Loughguile Credit Union Annual Art Competition—Entry forms have been 
sent home today with your child.  Please complete and return to school 
as soon as possible.  All entries for the competition will be completed in 
school. 

• Curricular Hurling with Woody continues every Friday for all P3, P4 & P7 
pupils, until November.  Children with their own stick and helmet may 
bring them.  We can provide sticks and helmets for those who do not have 
their own. 

• P5-P7 Lunchtime Hurling/Camogie—Children may bring in their sticks and 
helmets.

If you think you would like your 
child to participate in lessons, please complete the form by Friday 13th 
October. 

• After School Clubs—Soccer Club will begin on Tuesday 7th November.  
More details will follow in due course.  

• Free School Meals—If you think that your child/children may be entitled 
to free school meals, application forms are available from the Education 
Authority Website: www.eani.org.uk.  These applications have to be 
renewed annually, therefore we would encourage parents to submit their 
applications if they have not already done so.  Any applications or 
enquiries are completely confidential. We encourage all who are 
eligible to apply, even if they do not intend to take a free meal, as our 
school funding can be supplemented by the Department of Education if we 
have a significant number of children entitled to free school meals. 

• Smart Watches—Children are not permitted to bring a watch or any oth-
er device to school which has the capacity to take photographs. These 
devices can be very expensive and the school cannot guarantee they will 
not be damaged or lost during normal school activities, therefore they 
should be kept at home. 

• St Patrick’s Choir—Practices will continue on Thursdays at 7.30pm in St 
Patrick’s Church.  All singers & musicians from P4 and above are very wel-
come to attend.
