• REMINDER — All important messages and homework details 
from class teachers can be found on our Website under the 
“Home Learning” page, please make sure to check this on a daily 
basis.

• School Dinner — An online menu order for next week is available to 
complete on the school website.

As the dinners are prepared in St Patrick’s kitchen, the cooks must 
know the numbers in advance.   

• School absences — must be reported in writing to your child’s 
teacher as soon as possible, usually on your child’s return to school. 
This ensures the correct absence code can be entered to the 
official attendance register. A pro-forma is available to download 
from the school website. 

• Best Attendance — Congratulations to P1/2 who had the best at-
tendance for the second month in a row in March!  

• Education Welfare — will be informed of pupils with attendance 
falling   below 85% at any time throughout the year. 

• Violin Tuition — Continues every Wednesday.   

•  P5-P7 Lunchtime Hurling/Camogie — Children may bring in their 
sticks and helmets 

• Free School Meals — If you think that your child/children may be 
entitled to free school meals, application forms are available from 
the Education Authority Website: www.eani.org.uk.  These 
applications have to be renewed annually, therefore we would 
encourage parents to submit their applications if they have not 
already done so.  Any applications or enquiries are completely 
confidential. We encourage all who are eligible to apply, even if 
they do not intend to take a free meal, as our school funding can be 
supplemented by the Department of Education if we have a 
significant number of children entitled to free school meals. 

• Smart Watches — Children are not permitted to bring a watch or 
any other device to school which has the capacity to take photo-
graphs. These devices can be very expensive and the school cannot 
guarantee they will not be damaged or lost during normal school ac-
tivities, therefore they should be kept at home.
