Every single day a child is absent from school equates to a day of lost learn-

ing. 

 

90% may seem like an acceptable level of attendance, but the reality is that 

90% attendance means that your child will miss half a school day each week 

or 19 days of school during the school year – that’s nearly 4 school weeks! 

 Curricular Hurling with Woody continues every Monday until Halloween 

for P4-P7 pupils.  

 Swimming - for P4/5 pupils continues every Wednesday. The cost is 

£3.00 per child per week.  

 PE Lessons—P4, P5, P6 & P7 have PE on Mondays, P1, P2 & P3, have PE on 

Tuesdays.  Please ensure that all pupils bring their PE gear to school 

with them. 
 School Dinners—In an attempt to boost the numbers of those taking 

school dinner, there is now a choice of menu on certain days.  To help the 

kitchen staff with numbers of dinners ordered we would appreciate it if 

you go through the menu with your child to ensure that they make their 

favourite choice, as this cannot be altered on the day.
