 EVERY SCHOOL DAY COUNTS  

Every single day a child is absent from school equates to a day of 
lost learning. 

 
90% may seem like an acceptable level of attendance, but the reali-
ty is that 90% attendance means that your child will miss half a 
school day each week or 19 days of school during the school year – 
that’s nearly 4 school weeks! 

 Brain Gym for P7 pupils will continue every Thursday from 
3.00-4.00pm.   Parents will have to collect their children 
from school as there will be no school bus available at this time. 

 Free School Meals—If you think that your child/children may 
be entitled to free school meals, application forms are available 
from  the school office or the Education Authority Website: 
www.eani.org.uk.  These applications have to be renewed annual-
ly,  therefore we would encourage parents to submit their 
applications if they have not already done so.  Any applications 
or enquiries are completely confidential. We encourage all 
who are eligible to apply,  even if they do not intend to take 
a free meal, as our school funding can be supplemented by the 
Department of Education if we have a significant number of 
children entitled to free school meals.
